Making Detroit Special

Originated as an art fair in 1977 and renamed in 1982 after a medieval drinking song, Dally in
the Alley evolved into one of the most quintessential outdoor events that characterizes the city of
Detroit. This 32nd annual end of summer festival features hand made art by local artists, diverse
music by an eclectic group of musicians, and zesty food by local restaurants. Its unique urban
location is one of the many reasons why thousands of people from various backgrounds and
demographics visit every year, as well as the fact that it is organized entirely by volunteers all
without the aid of corporate sponsorship.

What to Expect

A mix of students, professors, artists and musicians of all ages visit every year to scout for what
is clearly the best art and music in the city. This year the gallery is curated by The Shack, a
Detroit-based storefront founded by local Detroit artists and musicians.

Featured Artists include Dally alumni Mark Arminski, Dally in the Alley 2009 Official Artist, this
renowned rock and roll poster artist has a long history with this city, and its music.

Music Performances include Will Sessions, Innerphonic, Devilfish, James and the Rainbows,
I Crime, Noman, and Darren Locke, among others.

The Greenest Festival in the City

Dally in the Alley is organized by volunteers, the North Cass Community Union (NCCU),
Recycle Detroit, Waste One, and Great Lakes. Recycle Detroit, Waste One, and Great Lakes
Recycling are working together for the fourth consecutive year with the North Cass Community
Union to help the Cass Corridor during Dally in the Alley become cleanest festival in the city.

The goal is to divert at least 85% of the waste into recyclables. There will be recycling stations
set up throughout the festival, at which Recycle Detroit will have two bins collecting recyclables
and waste separately (plastic #1-7, aluminum cans, paper, and cardboard).

All Dally in the Alley proceeds benefit the NCCU to help fund the environmental lawsuit against
the City of Detroit trash incinerator, provide roaming security during the nighttime hours, and grant
scholarships to enable neighborhood children to attend the Art Center Music School, among others.
